Open the two facing windows at least once every half an hour for several
minutes. Or keep the windows ajar to let the fresh air come through continuously.
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@® Maintain social distancing: 0& &0 T&WU%E A< 95
Be extra cautious about social distancing when taking the mask off to eat or
drink, etc.
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*Try not to speak while wining and dining.
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@ Disinfect common use items: T&3&LD A3 AN LLDEL
Fomites such as door knobs, electrical switches, sinks, etc. need to be
disinfected as often as possible.

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O Make sure to get a permission when trying to burn the dead grass in the field.

Cigarette butt must
be put out completely and taken back home.
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O Don’t play with fire or don’t let others play with fire.
